Ergonomics for Water Agencies: Protecting the People Who Protect our Water

Sweetwater Authority - Electrical Hoist (Spring 2025) - The District installed an electric hoist, replacing a
manual chain-fall system for lifting pumps out of a vault. This engineering control allowed staff to operate
the hoist from a safe distance while also improving ergonomics and reducing the risk of fall-related injuries
during pump maintenance.

Ramona Municipal Water District - Construction Meter Ergonomic Stand/Handle (Fall 2024) - The
Meter Services Supervisor addressed ergonomic hazards associated with heavy construction meters by
collaborating with a local metal fabricator to design ergonomic handles. This engineering control
improved grip, reduced the risk of injury, and prevented meters from rolling, minimizing damage.

Diablo Water District - Ergonomics Program (Fall 2024) - The District's ergonomics program was initiated
in March 2023, following an update to its outdated practices. The program includes workstation redesign,
ergonomic training, and assessments. This administrative control enhances employee awareness while
supporting ergonomic best practices.
